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F   lores y Fuego are coming from Guadalajara, Mexico and they 
recently joined on Pirates Press Records family where they will 
release their debut LP called Altar. The album will be available 

on 28th of April in Pirates Press store and on May 12th in 3 different 
variants. The songs are all in Spanish but that proves once again that 
music is universal and the hardcore still lives worldwide. They play a 
mix of hardcore and punk with a female fronted voice full of passion 
and anger, so you should give them a try. You can listen to them on 
Bandcamp and listen to their EP Altar.

They have been in my 

top10 for many years so it is hard 
to write something about them. 
The Bay Area punks are back 
with their 10th studio album, and 
yes they still kick some ass. The 
new material, Tomorrow Never 
Comes is out on Hellcat Records. 
I will not start to write about their 
history and their side projects 
as they are many. 16 new tracks, 
short and in the pure punk rock. 
They are still independent, the 
music still is talking about politics 
and social issues, they carry on 
the traditions of the punk bands 
that were before them and they 
have become an inspiration for 
the new bands that came after. 
The album has already few videos 
out and 3 singles already out, the 
album was produced by Brett 
Gurewitz of Bad Religion and 
what else? Oh yes…is punk rock 
the way should be and really 
short, running time 28 minutes. 
Play it loud.

Hey guys, this is something 
awesome from Montreal, 
Canada. Offside are back 

with their new album: Back To The 
Streets. The album is out on Double 
Turn Records from Canada and is 
a return to the old school of NYHC 
style with crushing guitars and fast 
riffs with raging vocals. Straight 
to the point and in your face old 
school the way should be. The 
band formed in 2015 and shared 
the stage with bands like: Agnostic 
Front, Sheer Terror, Madball, 
Wisdom In Chains, Slapshot and 
more, on this EP are 6 tracks just a 
bit more than 12 minutes of force 
and attitude.

The boys are back with the 
new album Orthodoxy Of 
New Radicalism out on Long 

Beach Records. The Offenders 
are bringing the punk rock with 
two new instruments a mandolin 
and a bouzouki to shape their 
sound, the mix of punk rock with 
combat ska attitude. An amazing 
track The Messenger, a hope for 
justice and equality and Hasta La 
Muerte a story of Simeon Saribia 
and his fight along side Guevara 
are present on this album. Sing 
along choruses, packed in their 
combat ska punk attitude and 
one of the loudest albums of the 
band. They started back in 2005 
in Cosenza (Italy) and relocated to 
Berlin (Germany) in 2008, started 
as a 2tone ska band but moved a 
bit more into punk rock with some 
Irish folk elements, sharing the 
stage at most important festivals 
in Europe and playing with bands 
like: Agnostic Front, Flogging Molly, 
Dropkick Murphys, The Selecter, 
Bad Religion, NOFX or Social 
Distortion to name a few, and two 
tours in Russia and one to China. 
Something to listen loud.

Harbour Rebels are back 
with their second album, 
Rebels Are Back. 11 tracks 

in the pure street punk style, full 
of passion and a bit of political 
edge. They are from Hamburg 
and on this album released on 23 
December 2022 you will find the 
lyrics on English and German. All 
the themes of the album are about 
the injustice that we live in but as 
well of course you will find songs 
to raise your glass with your friends 
and sing along. The album was 
released by Riot Bike Records and 
Fire & Flames.



This is something for your 
collection. Gang Green, the 
legendary Boston Hardcore 

Punk outfit are back with this 
awesome box set called We’ll Give 
It To You. 56 tracks on 4CD box 
featuring all 4 albums from their 
Roadrunner Records years plus 
some bonus tracks. CD1 has their 
2nd LP You Got It from 1987 CD2 
has the Older? Budweiser from 
1989. CD3 has the live album from 
London in 1990 Can’t LIVE Without 
It from Marquee Club plus the EP 
I81B4U and the cover from Led 
Zeppelin Living Loving Maid. CD4 
has their compilation King Of 
Bands from 1991 with two specially 
recorded tracks and another 3 
from their debut Another Wasted 
Night. 

Some HC news from Backfire. 
In preparation for the new 
album Angry God that will 

be released this year, the band 
has a special collector edition 
out on Rebellion Records. They 
are coming from Maastricht, 
Netherlands, and formed back 
in 1993, they have released some 
albums thru Victory Records and 
helped maintain the European 
HC scene alive. This special box 
is a limited wax vinyl black that 
contains the very first recordings 
of the band. Side A has 2 demo 
tracks recorded back in 1994, never 
released before, Side B has 4 live 
tracks recorded in Rennes, France 
back in 1996. All comes in a old 
school layout graphic and with 
some old photos of the band. A 
must have for the collectors.



MirceONE (MPTYZINE) Hi guys, this is MirceONE from 
MPTYZINE, first of all thanks for the time. How are you 
guys?

Joe: very nice to meet you

For those who don’t know the band, can you tell us a few 
words about how you guys formed?

We met through mutual friends, started jamming for fun 
playing covers in a practice space. Black Flag, Suicidal 
Tendencies, Circle Jerks, etc. then started writing our own 
songs. Soon later we started recording and touring.

I know that you are the veterans since 1989, how did the 
things changed since you formed until now, regarding the 
punk scene.

There have been a lot of changes and trends in punk rock 
in general since we started. We started pre Green Day and 
Blink 182 blowing up, so that alone was a huge change. The 
entire world now knows what the California punk scene 
is up to. Other than that, the biggest difference to me 
personally is how safe the shows are now. It didn’t used to 
be that way. I’m not saying that’s good or bad. Just that it is.

Tell me a few things about 
your influences and your 
message.

Our influences are bands like 
Black Flag, Poison Idea, Bad 
Religion among others. Our 
message is personal power. 
The stories are of things that 
everyone goes through and 
feels about everyday life, but 
the context of that you’re not 
alone in all this. You can rise 
above it.



I know you are starting this summer 
the European Tour, tell me more, 
where you guys will be this summer.

We will be in Austria, Czech Rep, and 
Germany this June. Many thanks to 
Flix Agency. It’s our first time in the 
EU since 1998 or so. We are looking 
forward to it.

How is the European public vs the US 
one?

I think culturally they are pretty 
different, Shows in Europe feel more 
like a party than American shows. I 
personally prefer playing in Europe.

Talking about some influences, please 
make me a top 10 of your favorite 
bands.

Germs, Black Flag, Minutemen,Poison 
Idea Nomeansno ,The 
Damned,Subhumans Eyehategod, 
Minor Threat, Bad Religion

Speaking of Europe, I am curious your 
opinion about Eastern Europe…what 
you guys know about this part?

The invasion of Ukraine is a crime 
against humanity.

In all your years of touring, please tell me 
where you guys feel really good, where is 
that place that always you know that will be 
a crazy show?

They have released a demo in 2020 
of 7 songs that brought them to 
German label Demons Run Amok, 
and later in 2020 came their first 
EP Who Laughs Last. Also last year 
in 2021 they had two split EP’s one 
with The Boldness from Indonesia 
and another one with Skroetbalgs. 
This year they have been recorded 
10 new tracks for their debut LP 
Old Rats On A New Ship as well 
released by Demons Run Amok. 
The album sounds amazing 
and you can give it a try on their 
bandcamp. Is a mix of Lions Law, 
Skinflicks, Casualties or Stomper 
98.

Amazing news from our 
friends at KOB Records, two 
of my favorite bands are 

back with new materials.
Atarassia Gröp mark 30 years 
of existence and they have a 
new EP of 4 tracks in their mix 
of punk and combat ska punk 
the EP is produced by KOB and 
Mad Butcher the labels that have 
worked with the band along their 
history.
Los Fastidios are back with 
their Revolt new 8 tracks by the 
legendary band from Verona 
formed back in 1991. The material 
has 2 cover ska versions of Los 
Fastidios anthems, and 2 covers 
of legendary 80’s English songs, a 
cover version of a Spanish song, a 
remastered song that was never 
included in their discography 
and two unreleased songs plus a 
spoken word intro song.
